* Memorial Day is a national holiday.

* Since ancient times, people have decorated soldiers’ graves,
but after the many deaths during the Civil War, it became
important to more people to remember the lives lost.

* The name “Memorial Day” was first used in 1882.
Before that, the day was called “Decoration Day.”

In 1967, the U.S. government officially changed the name
to “Memorial Day.”

* In 1971, Memorial Day was declared a national holiday.

* The red poppy is known as the “Flower of Remembrance,” and they are often
sold on Memorial Day to raise money for veterans and their families.

* On Memorial Day, the president or vice president lays a wreath at Arlington
National Cemetery, where many U.S. soldiers are buried.
